	HCCW/DOH is working on the transition from Jan’s position to a new format.

HCCW Conference planners are still looking for presenters
Danette is actively promoting CCH Consultation in child care/early learning

She reviewed  resources available on health from AAP useful to CCHC

including Bright Futures. The WA State Tool kit was forwarded to National Bright Futures. 

The AAP Early Education and Child Care Section is now a “provisional section”  –  a higher, more critical  level.
No new news about the Early Learning bill. 
 Marge Sorlie’s position (Health Advisor – King County) has been posted to be filled.

Food Safety WAC meeting was a very active exchange.  There is not 1 person who does everything.  DEL licensors don’t have a lot of time to spend on food safety.  Over 30 agencies provide food to ECEAP, Head Start, preschools.  Many oversight agencies do a variety of things – not everything is covered.  Everyone is concerned about safety of food being served to children.  The issues are complex.  Child care is considered a part of the Retail Food Service Code.

Joel met with Asst. Secretary, DOH, Greg B. and Judy S., H20 program, in discussion of the food code WACS.  They agreed to start by looking in to water quality/septic issues – several legislators are interested in exempting child care from some of the water codes.  There is interest in setting aside food, water and septic codes for childcare and dealing with enforcement through a memorandum of understanding between DOH and DEL.  All references to these issues would be removed from DEL WACs and be only in DOH WACs. Snohomish has focused on educating the public and child care on the water quality issues
Topics Lynn is sees most:

1. Autism Spectrum Disorder

2. Expressive Language delays/learning Disabilities

3. Drug and Alcohol Impacted                   children at high risk for physical and emotional abuse.
Discussion:  

Educate caregivers to work with these children to prevent them becoming victims.

There are no MH providers for kids under 10 in many areas of the state – ECEAP/HS may be the only source of MH care in many communities.

Concerns expressed about parents whose kids are being “assessed” not knowing enough about the process.  Great discussion on the role of mental health and approaches for all children, families and caregivers. DECA and Ages and Stages are both tools that have been used to evaluate kids.

A charter is a method to give a group a formal structure, mission and governing style.

Discussion of membership:  Membership recommendations were changed, to include 5 slots of non-health professionals.  See charter.
Developing a book list for children birth – 5.  List should be completed in 2 weeks by topic.

She is also interested in social-emotional issues, perhaps for her thesis.

Be sure to involve state in what we are doing – the early learning bill has little about health.

Micha and Paul had Carolyn Gabrielle, 7#, 4 oz on March 6th, 2007. All are well.

Indigo Dreams for Children   DVD – social emotional realm – teaches kids how they control their own emotions.  Company has requested PICC to represent Snohomish on Public Health Day in Olympia.
MRSA toolkit for childcare is on website, www.tpchd.org
Partnering with Health Dept & HS (PSESD) on tobacco cessation.

Waiting to hear about extension for ECEAP PSESD may expand to 500 more slots within next 2 years.  May be early ECEAP in the future.

Dr. Amy Lapp Poine will be joining DEL as senior policy person.

Working on peer health teach back programs – perhaps expanding to the community.  Parent training and advocacy.

Have an oral health grant  with ABCD dental program finding dental homes resource and connecting with dentists.
Access is still a big concern.
Working with CCR on new NAEYC requirements especially around nurse delegation and yearly TB tests.  The revised  model health policy is now available on the website.  Planning a mental health and child care conference in May with keynote Lenore Rubin. PHSKC has new director, David Fleming.  EH had EPA grant on lead poisoning prevention.

Debbie Lee has left DOH to go to VA Mason.

Education for providers is critical.  Enforcement should be joined with educating providers.

Suggestion:  White paper, research based, on best practice to influence change, educate and make recommendations.

Add Resource/Referral to 5 non health slots.  Add AAP rep to health professional list.  Jan Gross moved to accept the Charter as amended.  Jeni Nybo seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
