	This is the first time the committee has done video conferencing. Benton-Franklin was present at the meeting using this technology.
Soil testing and clean-up for schools and child cares within the service area (shown on page 3 of document passed out) is being done at no cost to the facility. 
Resources are also available for some Snohomish County facilities of concern, even though Snohomish County is not included in the Smelter Plume project.

DOE is working on contacting child cares through the health department. Child cares are required by law to participate. The health department conducts the soil testing, then DOE completes work. About 25% of schools in Pierce Co. and 20% or less in King Co. had elevated lead/arsenic levels. Once soil has been cleaned or no elevated levels are noted, facility receives a certificate and a window cling.

Will start working with child cares in Pierce Co. soon and in King Co. in the Spring.
Interested in people’s comments about teleconferencing and location.
Idea to devote next meeting (March) to the topic of mental health issues.
A complete draft charter has been developed for the group to review and discuss. Lisa Carpenter provided a bit of history of about this committee, the current strengths of the group, and the current situation with the formation of the Department of Early Learning. By solidifying this committee with a charter we can ensure structure, organization, and a unified voice.
Discussed the work that this group has done in the past and many items and areas that this group could address in the future, including:

· Mental health & brain development

· Food service practices/inspections

· Infant container use

· QRIS

· National movement to have infant/toddler specialists who may not have a background in health and safety

· Playground safety

· Overweight prevention

· Disaster preparedness

Went through each section of the charter and made comments. Biggest discussion centered on whether the membership should be limited to health and safety professionals or expanded to include many other aspects of the early learning community. The overall purpose of the group should be the deciding factor in who makes up the membership. Decided to think about the membership section and discuss further at the next meeting. 

Comments collected from the group during this meeting will be incorporated into the charter document. This document will be sent to all listed committee members for review and comment. 

Video-conferencing is great. Benton-Franklin’s annual conference was just completed with about 200 people. Will now be every other year.

Resources are being shared at the regional meetings. Jan stated she will be retiring in June.

Pam Boring is retiring on March 2nd. Sea-King currently has more consults and classes than staff can accommodate. They are developing an on-line bloodborne pathogens class. New health officer will be starting February 1st (Dr. David Fleming). Passed around a handout about candies which may contain lead.
Michelle Barthule shared that the Immunization conference registration is now open. Conference is May 15-16th and limited scholarships are available.

Healthy Child Care Washington Conference will be held May 22-24th at Campbell’s Resort on Lake Chelan. Price has yet to be set. 

Working on updating HCCW database and evaluation. Listserv is being used much more often.

New PHN hired – Katy Barclay

Moving many curriculums to a distance learning format because enrollment in on-site classes has been declining. These trainings are open to child care providers in other counties, not just Snohomish County.

Delthia Wright-Thompson shared that the White Center Early Learning Initiative is out of the planning state and now is trying to secure funding. There was also an excellent workshop put on by Woodland Park Zoo on pets in the classroom.

Suzanne Kohaya stated that a food safety meeting has been set up for February 9th to discuss who is ensuring food safety and whether DEL has the capability to do this work. Representatives will be present from DOH, DEL, Snohomish, King County, Pierce County, ECEAP and Head Start
