	Minutes amended to correct misspelling of Kari Fisher and TDaP to Tdap. 

The Board of Health has approved PCV7 to be a required vaccine for children in childcare programs. Still needs to be incorporated into the WAC which will take time. The National Immunization Survey,  found that over ½ of children in the US have had the vaccine. The CIS form will be revised to include requirement. Doses will be given at 2,4,6, 12 months and one dose on or after 24 months. PCV 23 will be available to immunocompromised individuals. October 10th Board of Health voted beginning July 1, 2008 a 2nd dose of varicella will be required for children age 4-6. Will be implemented at kindergarten. One dose is currently required after 12 months and by 16 months of age for preschool entry. Board also decided as of July 1, 2008 new CIS will remove parental acknowledgment of disease for 
	Minutes accepted with amendments.

	DOH Food Safety WAC Alignment Workgroup Report

	Varicella. Will accept registry acknowledgment of disease but not parent report of illness. (Result of difficulty determining true illness by parent) There will be a mailing to all childcare programs with changes when implemented. Jeni Nybo asked about support for providers to learn to use CIS forms. Ruth stated there may be money from the Health Foundation which could be used for this. Keep on Track guide for determining immunization status was recently updated to include 1/08 as the beginning birth date.

Lisa Carpenter presented briefing paper on Food Safety developed by subcommittee of Health and Safety Advisory Committee.  Paper addresses food safety in childcare throughout Washington state. This includes homes and centers, licensed and unlicensed. Focus of paper mainly on large operations such as Head Start and ECEAP.  In developing paper, group surveyed 18 other states.  94 % reported childcare food service being regulated by Local and or State Public Health. 83% reported using a form of the Food Code to regulate. 	from those interviewed. Many inconsistencies throughout the state. However, expertise to provide oversight is present. Once this paper is approved by committee it will be sent to DEL and DOH who will use it to begin a discussion on how to implement. Martin Maimon suggested paper can be used in the future to begin discussions on nutrition as well.
Teresa Cooper presented Environmental Rating System developed by The National Training Institute for Child Care Health Consultants in North Carolina, ITERS. Theresa just completed this training and brought materials to share with committee. Power point presentation can be obtained by emailing Teresa.Cooper@DOH.WA.GOV. Tool is used to assess childcare programs and use for strategies to improve quality through program planning and consultation by Childcare Health Consultants.
Micha Horn shared Health and Safety Assessment tool currently used by Snohomish Health District based on the ITERS. Currently provide for approximately 25% of centers in 
	Members present reviewed paper and approved with following amendments:

	Snohomish County. Used for consultation, prioritizing training needs, and data collection. Centers like to use tool to prepare for relicensing.
Different programs shared what is happening in their communities and departments.
Sea King: Waiting for CD to develop fact sheet. Working on developing one of their own for providers.

Tacoma Pierce: Have developed a packet using CDC grant. It is available on their web site www.tpchd.org.

DEL: There is a general climate of fear. Have had a high number of calls. Some concern of being shut down. Centers need clear information on cleaning and sanitizing and information on when to post information to notify parents.  Product information has been confusing for providers. Frances Limtiaco has been encouraging licensors to stick with bleach solutions. 
Overall agreement that there is confusion throughout the childcare community on which products and solutions to use for cleaning, sanitizing and disinfecting. There are also inconsistencies between health departments regarding posting notices to parents when there is an infectious disease in the center.
	Lisa Carpenter suggested HSAC put together a white paper on what childcare programs need to do in terms of cleaning, sanitizing and disinfecting in general, (this would include MRSA). Jeni Nybo agreed to be the lead for this paper.  Jeni will put out a request on the HCCW list serve for LHJ childcare programs to contact their CD departments to obtain the latest information on sanitizing disinfecting and cleaning in childcare.  She will also ask for information on when health departments tell childcare programs to post notices to parents regarding infectious disease.

Group discussed various methods to make communication prior to meeting easier, Blackboard, I link, SWIFT.
