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The purpose of using a food program is to help you, the childcare provider, provide nutritious meals and snacks for the children in your care.  The meals that you provide may be the only nutritious food, or the only food, that some of your children receive.  The food program will help you supplement (not totally reimburse) the cost of providing nutritious meals.
